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Last month, Governor Mitch 
Daniels submitted a budget 
proposal to the State Legis-
lature that recommended 
cutting funding to the Indi-
ana Arts Commission (IAC) 
by 50% to $2 million annu-
ally.  Once approved, this 
cutback will significantly 
reduce IAC grants that 
Indiana artists, dancers, 
and other performers rely 
on to make ends meet while 
pursuing their passions. 
 
Cutbacks also affect local 
arts groups while challeng-
ing economic conditions are 
making it even more difficult 
to meet annual budgets.  
Patron attendance also 
suffers, as does their ability 
to make charitable gifts to 
their favorite organizations.  
Additionally, a falling stock 
market has decreased the 
values of those organiza-
tions fortunate enough to 
have endowments to offset 
lower ticket sales and donor 
donations. 
 
Not surprisingly, Central 
Indiana Dance Ensemble 
(CIDE) is also feeling the 

impact.  CIDE has been a 
recipient of past IAC grants 
and while it is hopeful for 
continued IAC support in 
2009, the reality is that any 
state or other grant support 
is uncertain for the foresee-
able future.  We are also 
embarking on an aggres-
sive grant application 
schedule in an attempt to 
mitigate any potential loss 
in patronage and previous 
grant support.   
 
Given the difficulties local 
arts groups are experienc-
ing, we sincerely appreciate 
the support from our com-
munity base and volunteer 
network of students, par-
ents, and patrons.  Due to 
our solid foundations, we 
expect a strong perform-
ance season but would like 
to stress that your contin-
ued support is as important 
as ever in today’s environ-
ment.   
 
As such, if you are a current 
donor, we thank you for 
your support and ask that 
you keep CIDE in your 
budget. If you are not, we 

would like to ask that you 
consider providing financial 
support to ensure that CIDE 
weathers current chal-
lenges and remains strong 
as it pursues its mission to 
provide educational and 
artistic enrichment to the 
local community.
